Exercise: Designing a metaphor for an online lesson


Newer (third generation) websites use a navigational method that is based on metaphor. A third generation site not only has an overall theme for the site, but the organization of the information and the navigational scheme is based on a metaphor of the theme. Web sites using metaphors often don't have home pages with links. Instead, they use "splash" pages as the entrance  to the site. Splash pages are designed to load fast and create visions of the metaphors being used, thus engaging the imagination and emotions of the visitors to enter the sites and explore the worlds of fantasy presented there. In effect, the splash pages introduce stories, and we all love stories!

Create a metaphor for an online lesson about typography.
1. Select…File -> New -> Page or Web

2. Select …’Empty web’ and then enter a path to your folder and website

e.g. E:\student\Tuesday\folder name for your websites\website name
3. Select the ‘one page web’ template
4. Select ‘View’ and then the ‘Folder List’ view. Note the existing file ‘Index.htm’..this is your website’s home page.

5. Create 3 new pages for the sections FONTS, DESIGN AND QUIZ: 

selecting ‘File’ -> ‘new’ -> ‘page or web’ -> ‘blank page’ -> save and name each file. Add a title to identify each page.
6. Use Google’s image search to find an image for a metaphor and use as an image map for a typography lesson. Search expressions can include: “print shop”, “printing workshop”, “typography”, etc, etc

7. Use PowerPoint to add text links (that will become hot spots) to your image for the FONTS, DESIGN AND QUIZ pages. Save your composite image as a .gif or .jpg file.
8. On your home page (index.htm) insert a 3 row, 1 column table and turn the borders off. Insert the image for your metaphor and image map in the centre of the middle row. Adjust its size if necessary.

9. Add a lesson title and its objective in the table’s top row.

10. Create a horizontal navigation bar in the table’s bottom row with buttons for HOME, FONTS, DESIGN AND QUIZ. Establish hyperlinks between buttons and relevant web pages.

11. Insert a shared border into all pages EXCEPT the home page. Copy the lesson’s title and navigation bar into a shared border.

12. Go to index.htm and use the ‘Pictures Toolbar’ to create hot spots over the hyperlinks on your metaphor’s image map. NOTE: When you create a hot spot select  ‘SCREEN TIP’ and enter text, to assist the user, that will automatically display on the screen when the mouse ‘rolls over’ the hot spot
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
